FEBRUARY MEETING

The February meeting was hosted by Jody Terrell and The Limited.  Karen Pavlovicz, Workers’ Compensation Manager with Adecco, USA, gave a presentation focused on the safety and health of temporary workers titled “Creating a Successful Partnership in Safety”.  According to Karen, Adecco is the world’s largest workforce staffing solutions company and the 3rd largest employer in the United States behind Wal-Mart and the Post Office.

During her presentation she emphasized that it is important for the staffing company to prepare the person to work safe even before they show up at our location.  In addition there has to be cooperation between the staffing company and the employer to orientate the person in our safety practices and make sure they are trained for the tasks we want them to accomplish.  In other words, there needs to be a partnership between the two.

Karen also reminded the group that since the employer gives daily direction to the temporary worker they must be recorded on our OSHA log when they are injured.  Although, typically the workers compensation costs are the responsibility of the staffing company we should treat these workers the same as ours in regards to returning them to work on light duty.
